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Abstract:
This study aimed to reveal parents' attitudes towards the Ministry of Education's management of learning
difficulties schools and the extent of their willingness to resume studies during the COVID-19 pandemic, as
well as to reveal the extent of the difference in the opinions and perceptions of the participants according to
the following variables: gender, age, parents' educational level, and children school level. The descriptive
research methodology used is based on the questionnaire survey employed for the study community
represented by the parents of students of primary, intermediate, and secondary schools of learning difficulties
in the State of Kuwait. The study sample consisted of 183 participants who answered a questionnaire to
explore two main dimensions: Trends towards the Ministry of Education's management of schools for
learning difficulties and trends towards resuming studies in schools of learning difficulties during the
COVID-19 pandemic. The study results show a high degree of parents' approval regarding the Ministry of
Education's management of learning difficulties schools during the pandemic. In addition, it shows a
participant's consensus regarding resuming school in learning difficulties schools. In addition, there were no
statistically significant differences between the participants according to all variables (gender, age, parents'
educational level, and children's school level). The study recommends the resumption of schoolof school
while continuing to take precautionary of public health measures to prevent the spread of COVID-19 and
continue to implement distance learning in learning difficulties schools.
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
