The course discusses modern
marketing concepts and the
development of marketing thought,
in addition to the role played
by marketing management in
commercial institutions. The course
also deals with several topics that are
important to familiarize the student
with, including, but not limited
to, the marketing environment,
methods of marketing insurance
services, and issues related to public
relations and their relationship to
insurance marketing. The course
also discusses ways to measure the
quality of insurance services and
how to formulate a pricing strategy
for insurance services. All this is
for the purpose of preparing the
student to meet the challenges
that he will face in the field of the
labor market in general, and in
the insurance services sector in
Kuwait in particular.

The course deals with the
presentation of basic information
on risk and insurance in terms
of scientific assets and practical
applications, especially with
regard to the various risks to
